	Mixed media – crayon, ink, pastel- Henry Moore


	· This lesson will introduce learners to a combination of media that acheives a ‘painterly’ result, demonstraighting the interchange and ambiguity regarding the definitions of painting and drawing.

· Henry Moores shelter drawings will be used as an example of how mixed drawing media can be manipulated to create a sculptural, 3 dimensional affect in drawing.

· The model will wear a body stocking in this lesson to enourage attention to the form

	Ask  learners to:

Stage 1. On a large piece of cartrage paper A2 or bigger, use a wax candle to make the shape of the form (blind drawing).

Stage 2. Use diluted indian ink with a brush or sponge to make a wash over the wax as it resists to reveal the drawing.

Stage 3. Draw with a inktense stick to make an out-line of  the form.

Stage 4..Use the same process as before adding white oil pastel or china graph pencil to make alterations

	Ask  learners to:

Stage 1. A4 injet printing paper, use a wax candle to make the shape of the form 

Stage 2. Use diluted ink to make a wash over the wax as it resists to reveal the drawing.

Stage 3. Draw with a felt/fibre-tip pen.

Stage 4..Use black and white chinagraph pencil to make ulterations
