This course is aimed at refining and transfering four major comparison skills used in our everyday lives.
On this course we will use a traditional well used, tried and tested drawing exercises, combined contempary ideas.  
Emphasis will be placed on dividing up and refining our natural comparison skills, which will be studied seperately using methods and techniques that utilize these four skills. 

1:  Horizontal and vertical comparison: Judging Angles  
This skill is used every time a picture or furnature is straightened. In art, this skill is used to compare a line to horizontal or vertical edges of a page.

   

2:  Size comparison / Proportion  
When you put some squash concentrate into a glass then add water you are comparing sizes of the liquids, or similarly when cutting equal sized pieces of cake, we must judge the sizes of the segments.  In art we use this skill to compare the sizes of objects to one an other, and we call this, ‘measuring proportion’ 

3:  Arranging objects/Composition
When we arrange furnature and other objects in a room we adjust and move things around until it feels right.   We use this skill to compare objects to the are a of background space in our art. This is called comparing negative and positive space; the major area of study is composition.
  

4. Light and dark comparison/Tonal Values 

You can guess what time of the morning or afternoon it is just by how light or dark it is outside.You can do this because you have  the natural gift to be able to compare different levels of light and dark. To draw a likeness in art, you use this skill to compare very dark, medium and light values of tone; then reproduce those tones on to your page to achieve a three-dime nsional appearance.
