	Brochure Description
	Students will be able to develop their own way of working in a warm and welcoming  atmosphere,  with  help,  tuition  and  guidance  from  an experienced,  practising  artist.  During  this  course  students  will  develop their understanding of the human face and improve their painting skills. During this course we will study from a model, looking at mood, anatomy of the scull, mixing flesh tones, skin textures; as well as identifying several key artists influential in the development of portrait painting. Easels and boards are available, learners will be expected to bring paints of there choice. This course is open to all, tuition for beginners and intermediate learners.

	Tutor Profile
	Diana Merrick moved to Ulverston in 2010 where she now lives and works. Her art is inspired by the ways in which people connect with their internal and external environments. The subject matter often involves the human figure set against organic forms and patterns of nature. Beginning work as a self-employed artist in 2004, following her HND in Fine Art at Hastings Diana went on to study for a Masters in Fine Art at Cardiff University. Diana works from her studio where she creates artworks as well as artist prints and frames to a professional standard.

	What will the course cover and how will it be taught?
	The aim of this course is to introduce students to basic principles within portraiture and engage with the human face. 

This course will cover basic rules of proportion and anatomy of  the face and head. Work will be set using different colour backgrounds  to develop an understanding of how colour as well as lighting, affects the mood of a painting; tuition will also be given on the use of at  least 2 painting mediums.
An overview of  different styles in portraiture will be given with particular attention on some of the key  artists throughout the history of portraiture.
This course is practice based and will be delivered via various exercises designed to develop skills in painting and portraiture using a live model as the subject
